“THIRD SCHEDULE

Note:
1. For the purpose of this notification,—

(a) “precious metals and stones” means gold, silver, diamond, rubry, sapphire and emerald;

(b} “high value minerals” means semi-precious stones (agate, gem garnet), corundum, copper, iead, zinc, asbes-
tos (chrysotile variety) and mica;

(c) “medium value minerals” means chromite, manganese ore, kysnite, sillimanite, vermiculite, magnesite, wollas-
tonite, perlite, diaspore, apatite and rock phosphate, fluorite (fluorspar) and barytes ;

(d) “low value minerals” means minerals other than precious mesals and stones, high value minerals and medium
value minerals.

2. The rates of dead rent for the State of West Bengal shall remain the same as specified in the notification of the
Government of India in the Ministry of Steel and Mines (Department of Mines) number G.S.R. 458(E), dated the 5th
May, 1987 till the outcome of pending litigation in the Supreme Court of India.”
